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Abstract
Introduction. The article discusses the issues of procurement of agricultural products of the agro-
industrial complex of the Molotov (Perm) region during the Great Patriotic War. Materials and
methods. In this work, the authors proceed from the fundamental principles of historical research,
such as systematicity, historicism, and objectivity. These principles allow us to examine the activities
of the agricultural sector in the military economy of the Molotov Region in the procurement of agri-
cultural products to address the food problem in historical sequence and in the context of the extraor-
dinary military conditions. In this case, the principle of historicism is revealed in the examination of
the activities of agricultural bodies as an integral part of the state policy in 1941-1945. The policy of
agricultural procurement in the Soviet Union from 1941 to 1945 is characterized by measures that are
sometimes similar to those used before the war, but differ in terms of their temporal scope or variabil-
ity in form. This fact allows us to use the method of historical and comparative analysis, which ena-
bles us to identify both common and recurring aspects as well as differences. The principle of objec-
tivity is ensured by studying a broad and representative source base, as well as by introducing a num-
ber of previously unpublished archival documents from the Russian State Archive of Economics
(RGAE) into scientific circulation. The article uses the method of historiographical tradition, which is
implemented in the analysis of all previous scientific literature on this topic. Results. It is shown that
in order to achieve the stated research goal, the following tasks need to be solved: first, to identify the
amount of grain and leguminous crops supplied by collective farms and state farms in the Molotov re-
gion in 1941-1945;
secondly, to determine the volume of agricultural products supplied by the region in these years; and
thirdly, to determine the contribution of the livestock sector to all sources of procurement. Conclu-
sion. The authors conclude that it was only through the use of extraordinary organizational and legal
measures, as well as the selfless labor of the peasants, that the country was able to provide itself with
the necessary minimum of food. It was the agriculture of the Molotov region that saved our people
from widespread famine, but this was achieved through the immense efforts and sacrifices of the
workers in the agricultural sector of the Molotov region's military economy.
